DOUGLAS LOWELL COLE

N 18 AUGUST 1997 DouGLAs LoweLL COLE, professor of
history at Simon Fraser University, died suddenly of a heart
attack in his North Vancouver home. He was 58.

Douglas was renowned for his study of cultural history in British
Columbia. He was among the first academics to write on the history
of art, literature, and intellectual thought in early British Columbia
society. He also wrote seminal, often highly critical, studies on the
impact of European values and institutions on the Native Indian
cultures of the Northwest Coast. His ground-breaking book, Captured
Heritage: The Scramble for Northwest Coast Artifacts (1985) and, later,
An Iron Hand Upon the People: The Law Against the Potlatch on the
Northwest Coast (1990) remain exemplary works for their painstaking
research, provocative insights, and clarity of exposition.

To honour these outstanding qualities, family, friends and col-
leagues have established the Douglas Lowell Cole Memorial Entrance
Scholarship in Cultural History. Your gift to the scholarship fund
will assist new students entering the field of cultural history and,
accordingly, help perpetuate the high academic values and integrity
embodied by Douglas Cole.
