It was our ancestor, our great-great-great-grandparent who greeted the 
first white visitors to arrive on the shores of these ancestral, traditional 
unceded lands of the hənq̓ə̓minə̓m-̓speaking xʷməθkʷəyə̓m ̓ people, 
lands that have not been given, not sold, not traded. No compensation 
or remuneration has been given for arbitrarily occupying our lands.  
	 We are the people that have lived on this river delta since the last ice 
age approximately 9,000 to 10,000 years ago. Living always at the mouth 
of the river as the delta was forming and now we live in our Musqueam 
Indian Reserve 2 village. We have lived in this village for approximately 
4,000 years continuously.
