SOAP Note

Subjective

· 4 month old male presents to hospital after mother noted swelling of right testicle
· No significant past medical history
· No significant family history
· Normally descended testes at birth
Objective

· Enlarged right testis, normal left testis
· U/S reveled large cyst in lower pole of right testis that measured 2.1cm X 2.2cm X 2.8 cm

· Right testis measured 2.6cm long

· Mural nodule within the cyst

· Epididymis appeared normal on both sides
· CBC, biochemistry unremarkable
· AFP 33ug/L
· Beta HCG <1.2 U/L (N <5 U/L)
· Pathology results from mass showed a mature teratoma with adjacent seminiferous tubules containing intratubular germ cell neoplasia
Assessment

· History, pathology and labs confirm intratubular germ cell neoplasia
Plan

· Partial resection if possible, total orchiectomy is not enough testicular tissue
· Total orchiectomy was performed
· Continue to follow with imaging, laboratory values (AFP and beta HCG) and clinical exams to ensure a germ cell tumor does not develop
